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We all heard about the success of our May Open
House where we signed up 42 new members! Since
then, our recent new member count has climbed to 55
and continues to grow. That's great, but where are
they? Typically | hear, "Aside from one or two, we
never see them bowling with us." This is true
and happens every year after our open house
recruiting success. What are we doing to get the new
members out and assimilated into the club? The
purpose of this article is to let you all know what's
happening.

First, we need to thank Dave Price for taking on the
task of linking all new members with a club host.

We
held the course on Thursday evenings while twilight
bowling was played, so everyone could enjoy
Thursday evening potluck supper together. This plan
has been successful.

On June 3rd, | had four people in my course
while five other new members were on the green
taking a group lesson and another two were practicing
by themselves during the social bowling period.

Third, we have arranged two bowling events that we
encouraged all new members to take advantage of.
On Friday evening of 21st of May, | contacted all new
members and invited them to come out to play in a
"New Member Mixer" event. Twelve new members
showed up and played their first bowling game of
doubles, although only four ends. Our second bowling
event was the June 5th Fun Bowls & BBQ (see article
in this month’s YJ). Jim Altobelli and Shep Sheppard
arranged the format of this two-game tournament that
new bowlers as Leads were paired with experienced
bowlers as Vices to help these new bowlers in playing
the game of bowls. Seven new bowlers played in the
Fun Day event.
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Fourth, we have encouraged new bowlers to come
out for Monday evening bowls where they will be
introduced to the game and helped along by a very
relaxed group of our younger working member crowd.

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When a bowl accidentally hits the opposition, do not
clap, dance or jump for joy. An appropriate comment
might be, “Good shot, bad result.” Jubilance over a
mistake is poor etiquette.

Do not expect signals from your Skip after you have
delivered a bowl. They will tell you the next time you
are on the mat, as you no longer have possession of
the mat once your bowl comes to rest. Any indication
of length or score change is not allowed until it is your
turn on the mat again.

Law 25 Marking a Toucher

1. A toucher should be marked with
chalk by a member of the team that
delivered the bowl or the marker as
soon as it comes to rest.

2 If in the opinion of either skip or
opponent or the marker a toucher
comes to rest in a position in which
marking it would be likely to move
the bowl or alter the head, the bowl
should not be marked but nominated
as a toucher instead.
